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[bookmark: _Hlk460482616]As of September 12, 2016, the Clerk of Court will no longer accept paper filed search warrants at the County Court House.  All search warrants shall be filed electronically via eFile, a web application located at: https://minnesota.tylerhost.net/ofsweb . 
You must be a member of the MPD firm to file a search warrant. If you are not, register and join at: https://minnesota.tylerhost.net/OfsWeb/UserModule/Registration?firm=b00ad53d-a103-4b33-a69e-53584640ad84 .
Investigators are no longer required to have the Receipt and Inventory Page 5 sworn/notarized at the Clerk of Court.   New MPD Page 5 (Rev 8/2016) has been modified so that the investigator is only required to sign the document.  It is a 2-page document; white copy to the officer and the goldenrod copy to the person, premise or motor vehicle searched.  The new Page 5 has been distributed to each Pct.; it is also available at MPD Stores.  You can use it as soon as you are a member of the MPD firm.  After September 12th, old Page 5 (Rev 5/2008) should be collected and destroyed.  
Complete a Confidential 11.02 coversheet if you are filing a confidential or sealed search warrant. Scan and save the document to your computer, you will need to attach it to the eFile submission. The coversheet is located on the MPD web: Manuals and Guides, Confidential 11.  Contact the Hennepin County Attorney-of-the-week (612-348-5561) prior to filing a sealed warrant.

A step-by-step PowerPoint on “How to eFile” has been posted on the MPD web; Manuals and Guides, eFile. It provides instruction on how to complete the eFile form and which Court Case numbers to use to file.  A hard copy of the PowerPoint will also be delivered to each investigative unit.
