Concept Development

Multimodal analysis evaluated different concepts:
e Space for pedestrian zone

e Space for protected bikeway

e Space for transit stops and shelters

e Roadway design that:
e Allows for acceptable transit travel times
e Allows for acceptable traffic flow

Traffic analysis was completed that accounted for motor vehicle travel
time, transit travel time, and pedestrian volumes.
