Sample Assessment Calculation

Influence Area (in blue) = (127.45’-60’)(60’) + ½(60)(60) = 5,847 sq. ft.
Assessment = (5,847 sq. ft.) ($0.84/sq. ft.) = $4,911.48

About $340/Year over 20 Years
Equivalent to about $28/Month

Typical Residential Assessments = $3,600 to $6,700

Typical Non-Residential Assessments = $19,100
